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The Slavonic Cloud Atlas is a third cycle of the International Conferences “Humanities in Nature – Nature in Humanities” which aim is to look at the animate and the inanimate nature in interdisciplinary, humanistic, diachronic and synchronic ways. The subject of the cycle allows to present natural aspects of philological, cultural, folkloristic, historical and anthropological considerations. In the cycle of meetings we enter as humanists into the research area explored traditionally by natural scientists, that is why we invite also for cooperation biologists, geographers, geologists or physicists, who want to highlight a humanistic element of their scientific research.  

This year’s meeting will be dedicated to clouds and all accompanying phenomena – diverse precipitations, fog, storm, rainbow – good or bad weather. Cloud is a mass of water droplets in a form of steam, transforming, at a suitable temperature, into a liquid or a solid state, and creating rainfall, hailstorm or snowfall. So, what are clouds for humanists? Clouds are not homogenous, as they consist of different formations that are observed by a human being. These observations are modified according to one’s needs. Referring to clouds, a meteorologist or a skilled observer can prepare a weather forecast, a biologist can estimate  chances of development of environment, an artist can immortalize them in paintings, and on the basis of the knowledge about the world a humanist can show their  role in human life. 
Throughout history clouds have fascinated a human being. Their beauty was admired and their danger side terrified not only writers or artists, but ordinary people as well, a fact which can be proved by products of human artistic activity and folkloristic texts. Clouds were represented in two ways: as innocent puffs soaring in the sky or danger growing sources of storm. Humanity wanted saving, life-giving rainfall or snowfall from them, but there was also a need to look for a shelter owing to their destructive powers. However, people looked always at these wonderful formations of nature with admiration. 
The proposed title of the meeting, i.e. the Slavonic Cloud Atlas is a metaphor which can be interpreted in conjunction between a meteorological description of clouds, found in specialist publications such as cloud atlases, and a humanistic overview of Slavonic cultural area in languages, cultures, literatures and arts.
In the framework of the conference the Slavonic Cloud Atlas we propose the following thematic areas: 
· Clouds and accompanying phenomena as a literary motif in Slavonic literatures;

· Clouds and accompanying phenomena in folklore of the Slavs;

· Clouds and accompanying phenomena in Slavonic languages;

· Role of clouds and accompanying phenomena in Slavonic cultures;

· Clouds and accompanying phenomena as symbols; 

· Clouds and accompanying phenomena from a historic perspective;

· A social role of clouds and accompanying phenomena;

· Slavonic virtual clouds.
